Examples: 
Rule No 1: One syllable adjectives: 

a. I am old. My brother is older than me, but my sister is the oldest daughter of the family. (Yo soy viejo-a. Mi hermano es más viejo que yo, pero mi hermana es la hija más vieja en la familia)

b. A cow is big. A hippopotamus is bigger than a cow, but an elephant is the biggest wild animal.(Una vaca es grande. Un hipopótamo es más grande que una vaca, but un elefante es el animal salvaje más grande)
c. Monteria is hot. Barranquilla is hotter than Monteria, but Cartegena is the hottest city in Colombia. 

Rule No 2: Adjectives ending in Y:

a.  Physical education  is easy.  Technology is easier than Physicla education, but art is the easiest subject at school. (Educación física es fácil. Informática es más fácil que Educación física, pero Artística es la asignatura más fácil en el colegio.)
Rule No 3: adjectives with two or more syllables:
a. English is difficult. Chemistry is more difficult than English, but Math is the most difficult subject at school.

b. Jessi Uribe is famous. Anuel is more famous than Jessy Uribe, but Shakira is the most famous singer in Colombia and Juanes is the least famous singer in Colombia. (Jessi Uribe es famoso. Anuel es más famoso que Jessy Uribe, pero Shakira es la cantante más famosa en Colombia y Juanes es el cantante menos famoso en Colombia.)
Rule No 4: irregular adjectives:
a. Titanic is a good movie. Fast and furious is a better movie than Titanic, but the Purge is the best movie.(Titanic es una buena película. Rápido y furioso es mejor que Titanic, pero La purga es la mejor película.)

Natural Ecoparks in Colombia

Ecoparque de la Salud (The health ecopark)

Cali is the biggest city in the south west of Colombia. Like other cities in Colombia, it has an ecopark nearby. The Health Ecopark in Cali is a large park which borders the beautiful Pance River. At 546 Km2  it is the most important park in the area. The forest is a relaxing place for people from the nearby city to get fresher air and cooler temperatures. There are lot of trees in the forest and a wide variety of animals birds. People visiting the ecopark can see birds such as guacharacas, eagles and other native species. Along the river they can amphibians such as toads and frogs in the clear water.

Tayrona Ecopark 
Tayrona Ecopark near Santa Marta in the north of Colombia is smaller than the Health Ecopark, with an area of 150 km2. This ecopark is more famous than the Health Ecopark. Tayrona has beautiful beaches, exotic nature and clear blue sea. It has a wide variety of wildlife as the park is located between the sea and the mountains. 

In terms of wildlife, there are 300 species of birds and 70 species of bats, as well as jaguars, deer, iguanas, turtles and other native species.

Visitors can walk in the forest or relax on the beaches. You can camp in Cañavarel or El Cabo or go swimming in La Piscina- a natural sea water lake.
