With the help of technology, teachers can produce more motivating lessons and they can also asses and track students’ progress more easily. They are also useful for elite athletes who spend a lot of time to go to school. The challenge for school is keeping up to date with all the new technology. Schools which do well will be those that are not afraid to innovate and integrate the new technology into the classroom. 

Smartphones: Smartphones are not allowed in many classrooms, but actually they can be very useful. For example, students can use them to take photos to illustrate their school work. They can check facts or the meaning of words. Some phones have a calculator app, so students don’t have carry a calculator around with them. Students even get their phone to remind them to do their homework!
