	Traduce “ya”. Se emplea en enunciados afirmativos y se refiere a algo que ha pasado antes o más pronto de lo que se esperaba. Generalmente va entre el verbo auxiliar y el verbo 

I have already paid for your hamburger.
	Traduce “acabar de” o “solo” y se emplea para acciones o eventos que ocurrieron hace poco tiempo. Se ubica antes del verbo o entre el auxiliar y el verbo en la frase. 
Carlos has just moved to Maracaibo.
	Traduce “aún- todavía”. Se emplea para  situaciones que no han pasado o no han terminado. Siempre va antes del verbo, independientemente del tiempo verbal que utilicemos. 

She still hasn´t eaten. 
	Traduce “aun- todavía” se emplea en enunciados negativos o preguntas. Se ubica al final de la frase.
I havent´t finished my homework yet


4. IMPERATIVE- imperativo

El “imperative” es el tiempo verbal en inglés usado para expresar una orden, una petición, dar instrucciones, e incluso para aconsejar a alguien.
Examples: Don’t waste so much water, when …! Page 128. (No gastes tanta agua, cuando…) Página 128
